Specially Elected MCA, (Hon. Asha Mohammed): Nitazungumza Kiswahili Madam Spika. 

Ningependa pia kushukuru Seneta wetu kwa kuja hapa. Aliyoyasema kwamba Samburu sisi ni 

maskini, sisi si maskini mheshimiwa ila kinachofanyika ni kwamba watu wanakusudia 
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kwasababu hakuna mtu wakufuatilia miradi yanayofanywa, Kamati ya Implementation inafaa 

kufuatilia na kuhakikisha kwamba miradi zinazofanywa  zimekamilika.

We also 

need to look at the improvement of revenue collection within the County so that people can not 

only rely on the funds from the National Government 

We also need to do something else as a County so that we improve revenue collection especially 

at the Samburu National Reserve; we also need to know as House that apart from money 

received from the National Government how the revenue will affect the life style of a common 

mwananchi or a common Samburu person, thank you Madam Chair 

Specially Elected MCA, (Hon. Zamzam Ismail): Thank you Madam Speaker, I stand to 

appreciate the speech of the Senator. The advice in his speech should be hid; there was a lot of 

wisdom in it and our obligation is to see that service delivery has reached the grass root level 

In his speech we heard the challenges in the First Assembly him being the Speaker, but today we 

see there has been a lot of improvement and us as the Members of the Second Assembly have an 

obligation to continue with the development and work that has been started by the previous 

Assembly. I thank the hon. Senator for the good work he is doing at the Senate, we have seen 

that we have got more allocation and that was part of his bargain. When he seats there, he does 

that holding the interest of Samburu people in his heart and as a House I urge the hon. Members 

that we work as a team. The two Arms of the Government should work together for a better 

service delivery to our people, thank you Madam Speaker
