MCA Waso Ward, (Hon. Lemantaan Kelvin): Thank you Hon. Speaker. Pursuant to Standing
Order No. 47, | hereby request for a Statement from the chairperson of the sectoral committee on
Water, Natural Resources and Energy regarding engagement, working conditions and welfare of

town cleaners across major towns across Samburu County.

Hon. Speaker, it has come to my attention that town cleaners in several towns including Suguta
Marmar, Wamba, Archers Post, Kisima, Baragoi and upcoming centres like Sere Olipi in Waso
ward may be facing challenges related to unclear terms of engagement; irregular payment and
inadequate provision of cleaning tools and equipment.

Hon. Speaker, Article 42 of the Constitution of Kenya 2010, guarantees every person the right to
a clean and healthy environment. Further, part 2 of the fourth schedule assigns county
governments responsibilities for the reviews removals, garbage collection and solid waste

disposal.

Additionally, section 115 of the Environmental Coordination Act emphasizes the importance of
effective waste management and public sanitation. Hon. Speaker, the Chairperson should inquire
and report on the following:

1. Engagement of the town cleaners; whether the county government has officially engaged
town cleaners in the listed towns particularly Archers Post town and Sere Olipi centre.

Terms of Engagement:

a. The terms under which the town cleaners are engaged whether it’s permanent, contract or
casual.

Payment Status:

b. When were these cleaners paid last?
c. Are their payment up to date?

Tools and Equipment:
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a. Whether the cleaners were provided with tools and equipment necessary to carry out their
duties.
b. A comprehensive list of all the town cleaners currently engaged in the mentioned towns
indicating their ward operations, terms of service and payment status.
