The Speaker, (Mr. Lenamarle Stephen): Hon. Members it is notified that pursuant to Standing 

Order No. 41 2c the Speaker has approved the following response of the Statements for 

Wednesday October 1, 2025. Statement No. 012/2025 requested by Hon. Leinas Lekuchula 

MCA the Chairperson for the Sectoral Committee on Education regarding Mugur ECD Centre 

Teacher in Lodokejek Ward. 

MCA Nachola Ward, (Hon. Lorunyei Lawrence): Thank you Mr. Speaker, I beg to respond 

given the information of Mugur ECD Centre Teacher in Lodokejek Ward I read as per CECM 

response: - Thank you for your request for information reference a Statement 

SBU/CACK/EV/VOL.2/24 dated 24
th 

September, 2025 concerning the staffing situation of 

Mugur Early Childhood Education Development Education ECD Centre in Lodokejek Ward, as 

the County Executive Committee Member for Education and Vocational Training, I hereby 

provide the following official response. 

First and foremost, ii wish to acknowledge the importance of ensuring all children have accessed 

to free and compulsory Early Childhood Education in public ECD Centre’s as stipulated under 

Section 5 (1) with the Earlier Childhood Education Act 2021. Teachers in our ECD Centres are 

central to delivering quality Education nurturing care and safeguarding the rights of our children. 

The response to your specific inquiry, the Sectoral Committee of Education and Vocational 

Training provides the following;  

1) AWARE OF the current staffing gap of Mugur ECD Centre- Yes the Department of 

Education and Vocational Training is aware of the current lack of a teacher at Mugur 

ECD Centre. The County employed teacher Mr. Marka Lekumo P NO. 441 retired earlier 

2025. Since then the local common community has taken initiative by presenting a 

qualified ECD teacher Mr. Samuel Jamiro TSC NO. 1044392 who is currently 

volunteering at the Centre to ensure continuity of learning.  

2) Immediate Plan to replace the retired teacher, the Department has already submitted the 

name of Mr. Marka Lekumo along with other ECD teachers to the County Public Service 

for consideration and replacement. However, the Board is currently unable to convene 

due to lack of quorum following the expiration of some Members contract. Once the 
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Public Service is fully constituted the retirement, the recruitment and the replacement of 

the ECD teachers beginning with those in critical needs areas like Mugur and other 

Centres will be a prioritized. These will ensure that our children will continue to receive 

quality Earlier Learning Opportunities in line with their constitutional rights. We remain 

committed to providing equitable access to education for all children across the County 

and appreciate the community efforts in bridging the gaps during these transitional 

period. 

Regards Mr. Mark Egelan- CECM Educational and Vocational Training, I end it there Mr. 

Speaker. 

The Speaker, (Mr.. Lenamarle Stephen):Hon. Members since this Statement is specific to one 

school and the MCA for that area is not present I direct that the Statement be read in the 

afternoon when the MCA from that area is around because it is specific to Mugur ECD. That is a 

direction Hon. Lenamparasio I have already given out a direction unless you have something 

else… yes Hon. 

MCA Loosuk Ward, (Hon. Lenamparasio Phelix): Thank you Mr. Speaker, last week I 

requested a Statement from the Department of Education of Education concerning the bursary 

status for the FY 2024-2025. It was so unfortunate that my Statement was responded to a day 

that was even not supposed to be responded to, it was supposed to be responded to on 

Wednesday 24
th

 September, 2025 at 2:30 p.m. it was responded on Tuesday I was not there so on 

Wednesday I enquired an I was asked to go and collect a hard copy and go through and then 

today I make remarks on the response. 

 I just want to make some remarks on the same I have a hard copy of the response here with me, 

I had asked some six questions regarding bursary that is County wide but one question was so 

specific to my ward, Loosuk Ward. Mr. Speaker the first question that I had asked was what was 

the total approved allocation for bursaries for the FY 2024-2025? That one is responded to I do 

not want to dwell into that because it is KShs 123,000,400 I have no issue with that one. How 

much was actually received and made available for bursary disbursement during the financial 

year it is responded to.  
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The Department responded that they had received KShs 68,758,637 Mr. Speaker I have no issue 

on what they have received. What is the implementation status including the stages completed 

and any challenges they had responded to that one. I had asked about a comprehensive list of all 

bursary beneficiaries for the FY 2024-2025 disaggregated by the Institution that is Secondary’s 

and Tertiary’s, the funniest thing that these guys did they gave me a list of Loosuk Ward only 

and I wanted for the whole County and I never asked for the Ward, the issue there Mr. Speaker is 

that I have received a list of all Loosuk Ward secondary students both boarding and day school 

who were given bursary and students for tertiary institutions that is universities and colleges.  

To my surprise Mr. Speaker I have made several calls especially to students in universities. You 

know students from universities a number of them that I have called acknowledged that they had 

not received any bursary for the FY 2024-2025. It is so shameful and it is so bad that a whole 

Department can use the names of students that they have received bursaries yet they have not 

received. 

 The list here is for my Ward and I know a number of them, since yesterday I have been calling 

those students to acknowledge the recipient of the bursary for colleges and universities have not 

received the ones that I have called none has even agreed that he has received any bursary for 

Samburu County government FY 2024-2025.  

Before I ask this Statement what I knew is that the money that was paid by the Department was 

only for day school and boarding school. For tertiary’s there was no amount allocated for 

tertiaries so that one Mr. Speaker brings the issue, then where is this 68 million that were 

received. I just want maybe to be given a breakdown of how much money were sent to 

secondary’s and how much money were sent to colleges and tertiary institutions so that we know 

where exactly the 68 million that were received went to.  

The other issue Mr. Speaker, was that they had said here that for the FY 2024-2025 

supplementary budget was done and 30 million was re-allocated to Health I know because I was 

the chair budget by then we had some 30 million re allocated to Health. From the 123 million if 

you deduct 30 million you will remain with 93 million if you deduct the 68 million from 93 

million you will remain with 24,641, 363 so they are saying because the question that is so 

specific to my ward is that, I had given a list of my beneficiaries for the ward fund allocation to 

them and I had submitted the list on 11
th

 September 2025 to the bursary fund administrator. They 
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are saying that currently there is a deficit of 24,641,363 the Department is actively engaging the 

county treasury on this matter and wishes to ensure that the Hon. Members that beneficiaries 

from Loosuk Ward shall be prioritized and considered in the upcoming disbursement circle. It is 

worth noting that no ward has received balance for the FY 2024-2025. Therefore it is not only 

Loosuk ward that has been affected once the remaining funds are released by the County 

Treasury the Department will immediately proceed to disburse to all wards including Loosuk, 

my question here is Mr. Speaker With me here I have the report for budget estimates for 

financial year 2024-2025. It was tabled and approved in this house. We had four sources of 

funds:  

1. Own source revenue – 281,630,140. 

2. Equitable share – 5,806,634,423. That is from the budget report that was tabled in this 

house.  

3. Unspent balance from the year 2023-2024 – 400,000,000.  

4. Department partners and donors – 837,347,065. That is FSRP, FLOCCA and every other 

thing.  

So Hon. Speaker, our own source revenue as I said is 5,806,634,423 I just want from the 

controller of budget I just want to read to you how Samburu County Government received their 

equitable share here for you to see that they are not waiting for any amount for the financial year 

2024-2025. I am yet to be told where my Kshs.2M allocated for Loosuk students is.  

I think disbursements are made monthly by the controller of budget for July disbursement. In this 

table there is the month, the date released, amount released, cumulative equitable share, the 

balance and the percentage released. I will just dwell on how much was received and on which 

date for the Samburu County Government. For July, they received their money on 26
th

 July 

2024. They had received Kshs.475, 516, 562.  

Then in August they had received another share on 17
th

 October 2024 Kshs. 447, 554, and 999. 

On 12
th

 November 2024 Samburu County received Kshs. 475, 516,562. On 18
th

 November 2024 

they received Kshs. 447,544,999. On 16
th

 December they received 477,974,515. 18
th

 February 

2025 they received Kshs. 449,858,368. 11
th

 December they had received Kshs. 9, 542,644.  
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24
th

 March 2025 they received 477,974,515. 14
th

 April 2025 they received Kshs. 477,974,515. 

28
th

 April 2025 they received Kshs. 449,858,368. 23
rd

 May 2025 they received Kshs. 

506,090,663. 16
th

 June 2025 they received Kshs. 477,974,515. The last disbursement was 

received on 25
th

 June 2025 Kshs. 449,858,368, totaling to Kshs. 5,623,228,593.  

I went ahead and did some mathematics. If you deduct the 5,623,228,593 from our equitable 

share which is 5,806,634,423 the balance is 183M and this balance was what was supplemented. 

The reason I was giving these figures is to show that there is no money that the County 

Government is waiting for from the national government treasury for the financial year 2024-

2025. So where will the 24M for all the fifteen wards come from? Because they have not been 

given and they are still telling us they are waiting for the disbursement of the money so that 

beneficiaries from our wards will be given this money.  

So, Mr. Speaker I have those two issues. I want to be given a list of how much was paid to 

secondary schools, tertiary colleges and where will my 2M, I may not ask for the other wards , 

come from despite that they are waiting for zero balance from the national treasury for the 

financial year 20204-2025.  

The Speaker, (Mr. Lenamarle Stephen): The Chair has been very busy writing. So you captured 

the questions.  

Chair Committee on Education, (Hon. Lorunyei Lawrence): Yes Mr. Speaker. I have captured 

the questions which I saw there is a lot big gaps whereby, yes we need the response for all the 

wards for transparency on the side of bursary. I will go back to the department to get a complete 

response as said by the Hon. Member. I see now there are a lot of gaps. Here we need to assist. 

Everything comes to this honorable house it must be substantial backed by facts.  

As the honorable members is not satisfied and having seen that it is only ward was given, I go 

the extra mile to ask for all the fifteen wards because the services is for the County and the 

County is for all the fifteen wards. Thank you Hon. Speaker.  

The Speaker, (Mr. Lenamarle Stephen): Hon. Chair let us have the response next week on 

Wednesday with the full list of all the students from the whole County. Let us have on 

Wednesday at 2:30pm.   
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Chair Committee on Education, (Hon. Lorunyei Lawrence): I agree Mr. Speaker. I will follow 

the instructions because we need information. This house needs that information.  

MCA Suguta Marmar Ward, (Hon. Leleruk James): Thank you Mr. Speaker.  I think the Chair 

said that he will bring the full response and as an assembly we are interested with the full details 

of what transpired. Even if it is the CEC can come and explain to us because we heard that the 

only students who received bursary are the secondary school students. All colleges and 

universities have not yet received.  

The Kshs.24M is for ward fund. Let the Chair treat this as an urgent matter and should brought to 

this house on the day that you have set.  

The Speaker, (Mr. Lenamarle Stephen): Honorable minority leader the Speaker has already 

given direction that we get the response before we invite the CEC. Hon. Lemoosa what is it?  

MCA Nyiro Ward, (Hon. Lemoosa Jonathan): Thank you Mr. Speaker. Much as we appreciate 

members concerns that actually affect most of the wards, but let us also not run away from our 

standing orders that guide us on how facts need to be tabled. Standing Order number 104 clearly 

tells us matters of laying facts on the table of this house and the Chair budget reading from the 

phone and other things. 

 I think the standing order clearly says when we have some facts it should be printed, duly signed 

and then tabled as facts because we cannot just go, I might not myself, I might not understand the 

source of information from the Chair because reading from any other script not tabled dos not 

mean of course… 

Chair Committee on Education, (Hon. Lorunyei Lawrence): Point of order, Mr. Speaker. We 

are here not to hide anything. Not to be suspected Mr. Speaker. Anywhere we get information, 

Mr. Speaker, it is information pending verification. That is why I say that in education, in this 

honorable house, as the Chair of education, there is nothing to be hidden. I do not want any 

support. What I will say is that the information I get whether formal or informal is information I 

am going to verify. This is my point of order to the honorable member; let us not give any 

window of suspicion that we are hiding something. That is why I say that it is okay.   

The Speaker, (Mr. Lenamarle Stephen): Hon. Lemoosa just finish.  
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MCA Nyiro Ward, (Hon. Lemoosa Jonathan): I am winding up. Actually the Chair might not 

actually be fluent or actually alive to the standing orders of this house. Please refer to standing 

order number 104 statements of facts. We cannot say that whatever we read are facts, not until 

approved by the house and tabled. Not my word but the standing order of this house. That is 

what guides us.  

I am only saying as a fact we do agree with the concerns but mostly let us also be orderly. This is 

a house of order, procedures and we lay facts as he says. I do not want to protect anybody but I 

want to ask we respect the guidance off standing orders in this house. Thank you.  

The Speaker, (Mr. Lenamarle Stephen): I hope we are discussing the issue of ECD and then the 

issue of bursary, not the point of order.  

Specially Elected MCA, (Hon. Lenolkulal Esther): Asante Mheshimiwa Spika. Vile mi 

nimesikia nafikiri Mheshimiwa alikuwa na statement yake ambayo aliuliza maneno ya bursary.

The Speaker, (Mr. Lenamarle Stephen): Thank you very much. I have already given out 

direction that next week Wednesday we get a response from Hon. Lorunyei. Once we get the 

response we are going to discuss the way forward. Let us o to the next order.

MCA Ndoto Ward, (Hon. Lealmusia Ali): I second.  

The Speaker, (Mr. Lenamarle Stephen): Honorable members I now propose the motion the 

motion that pursuant to the provisions of the County Assembly of Samburu Standing Order 571 

the County Assembly of Samburu approves the report of committee on lands, physical planning, 

housing and urban development on the consideration of the request to reserve Samburu/Suguta 

Marmar A/18 Amaiya LMD holding ground and Samburu/Lodokejek/30Lariak Oorok Game 

Sanctuary for settlement purposes. 

MCA Poro Ward, (Hon. Leerte Patrick): Hon. Speaker, the report from the Samburu County 

department of lands was read the first time on 10
th

 September 2025 and was subsequently 

committed to the committee on lands, physical planning housing and urban development in 

accordance with the provision of County Assembly Standing Orders and applicable laws 

governing land administration.  

Following the committal the committee convened a series of meetings to consider, discuss and 

review the contents of the report. This deliberation included robust engagement with various 

stakeholders including the department of lands, community representatives and the general 

public. During this consultations, the committee received proposals and memoranda concerning 

the reservation of the following parcels of public land for settlement purposes.  

1. Samburu/Suguta Marmar/A/18- Amaiya LMD Holding ground.  

2. Samburu/Lodokejek/30 – Lariak Orok Sanctuary.  

Porro Ward MCA, (Hon. Leerte Patrick): The public consultations were conducted in line with 

article 186/1 B of the constitution which requires County Assemblies to facilitate Public 

participations in legislatives and other processes.  

The Committee has compiled the views of the affected Communities and upon critical 

evaluations, presents the observations and recommendations below; 
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COMMITTEE MANDATE

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Following the tabling of the report the House committed the Matter to the Committee for further 

considerations in accordance with the provision of the Law and Standing Orders. The Committee 

subsequently held a number of meetings with the Stakeholders including the Department of 

Land, Community Leaders and the Members of the Public. 

These engagements were primarily conducted through Public participation Forums in line with 

article 196/1 B of the Constitution which mandates the County Assemblies to facilitate Public 

involvement in Legislative and oversight Processes.  

During the public Participation exercise the Committee presented and explained the contents of 

the Departments Reports to the Public  

Engaged the public through open dialogue and Questions and Answers sessions and received 

various proposals and Submissions regarding proposed reservations of Land Settlement 

Purposes.  

After careful deliberations Scrutiny of all public inputs all internal Consultations the committee 

proceeded to formulate its final recommendations concerning the proposed reservations of the 

two parcels; 

Samburu/ Suguta Marmar A/18- Amaya LMD Holding ground 

Samburu/ Lodokejek/30/ Lariak Oorok Game Sanctuary  

On behalf of the Committee on Lands Physical Planning and Housing and Urban Development, I 

wish to extend my sincere appreciation to all Members of the Committee on their active 

participation, dedication and Valuable contribution during the scrutiny of the deliberations of 

those reports both on the Committee Level and throughout the Public participation forums. Also 

to all County Assembly Members for their continued support.  

The Committee is deeply Grateful to the Members of the Public from the affected and 

surroundings Communities who turned out in large numbers, their inputs, concerns and proposals 

were instrumental in shaping the final recommendations of this report.  

The Committee wishes to express its gratitude to the office of the Speaker and of the Clerk of the 

County Assembly for the technical and procedural and Logistical Support extended throughout 

the entire process.  
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It’s now my pleasure to submit to this Hon. House this report on Deliberations Concerning the 

Samburu County Department of Land proposed reservations and revisions of Public Lands and 

the Settlement by the respective Communities. 

Amaya Community Observation 

During the Public hearings with the Amaya Community the Committee made the following key 

Observations.  

There has been significant increase in population within and around the Amaya area. 

The existing settlements are densely populated leading to a crowding 

It is desiccated creating a safe avenue to the for bandits and contributing insecurity in the region  

The Land is fertile and suitable for Agriculture and enhances local livelihood and Food security 

The Community productively emerged five Hundred Acres within the parcel within the basic 

Public Utilities.  

Committee Recommendations  

Having thoroughly considered the issue presented and the Potential benefit to the Community the 

Committee recommends that the Samburu/Suguta Marmar A/18 – Amaya LMD Holding Ground 

situated near Longewan Center measuring approximately 2315 hectors be reserved and allocated 

for Amaya Community for settlement. 

Lmisigiyoi Community Committee Observations    

The Committee made the following key observations based on the Public input from the 

Lmisigiyoi Community.  

Increase Population in acute pressure on available Land in the area  

The residence lacks sufficient lands for Development and live hood activities  

Due to fears of legal reparations residence have avoided utilizing the adjacent Public Lands 

which has intensified overcrowding.  
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The Lariak Orok Community Sanctuary Land is fertile with potential to significant enhancement 

of food security.  

The Community has already Proposed that portions of the Land be allocated to the Public 

facilities including Schools and Health facilities. 

Community Recommendations   

After evaluating the facts and the Community input, it recommends that the Samburu/ Lodokejek 

30/ Lariak Orok Game Sanctuary situated adjacent to Suguta Marmar town measuring 

approximately 563.5 hectors be reserved and allocated to the Lmisigiyoi Community for 

settlement purposes. 

On behalf of my colleagues whom were assigned this significant work, I wish to assure you that 

the recommendations presented in this report are the result of through deliberations extensively 

public engagement and carefully evaluation of all the facts presented.  

The implementations of the recommendations will go a long way in ensuring that the County 

Government of Samburu will fall effectively to the legitimate aspirations of the Communities of 

Amaya, Longewan and Lmisigiyoi particularly in relation to Land access, settlement and 

Development. 

However, the realization of these aspirations can only be achieved through the full and effective 

implementations of the Committee’s Recommendations. This requires strong collaborations 

between the County Assembly and County Executive with each playing its respective 

Constitutional roles faithfully and diligently. 

I therefore, ask the colleagues in this House to remain vigilant and steadfast in discharging our 

responsibilities of legislations, oversight and representations’ 

It is now my humble and pleasant duty to submit the report and these recommendations to the 

House. 

The Speaker, (Mr. Lenamarle Stephen): Hon. Minority Leader. 

MCA Suguta Mar Mar Ward, (Hon. Leleruk James): Thank you, Mr. Speaker. I rise to support 

this motion. Before I contribute, I would like to thank the committee for the good work they have 
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done. They have done a recommendable job; they have collected the views of the public, and this 

is the moment for this County Assembly to be counted. I urge all Hon. Members that as a House, 

we pass this report as the committee has presented it. 

If you can see from the records, these lands belong to the defunct Samburu County Council, and 

even their minutes are still recorded in these reports. I urge my Hon. Members: this land has 

been idle since colonial times, and this is the opportunity for this Assembly to do its work. 

Within our constitutional framework, the legislature plays a key role in considering and 

commanding the preservation of public land for purposes such as settlement, agriculture, and 

industrial development. These functions fall within the county government and within this 

House. 

If the National Land Commission has no objection, I think as an Assembly, we also have no 

objection to our people getting back their land. I want every Member to have it on record that 

when history is made, you will be counted among those who returned land to the communities 

mentioned above. Specifically on Amaya, the committee recommendations reflect the views 

gathered from the community. It is true that land has been idle; forests have developed there, and 

bandits hide there. Because the land belonged to the national government, nobody interfered with 

it. This is the moment. 

As the elected MCA of Amaya Holding Grounds and also regarding Lariakorok, which we 

passed Suguta town, from where the tarmac starts, is a sanctuary. People have built homes, 

schools, and churches, but they have no ownership. This is the moment I urge Hon. Members to 

support this motion entirely. 

Even if it comes to signing, we will sign so that people see we resolved as a House and appended 

our signatures because this land belongs to the community. If this community gets this land, they 

will be the beneficiaries. It goes back to our people. For example, Amaya Group Ranch allocated 

around 500 plus acres for public utility a very big chunk of land that is really needed. 

I urge Hon. Members to follow our procedures. As a committee, you have done a good job. We 

will follow up to ensure that the recommendations are implemented. My plea is that we pass this 

report without any amendment. 
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I had one issue of Lmisigiyoi, but after contacting the Clerk, I understand the reason. It was 

supposed to be 1,400 acres total: 900 acres to go back to the community and 500 to be reverted 

to the county government. Letters from the department indicate the specific ones to be returned 

to the public meaning to the community. 

So, I do not have an issue. The 500 belongs to the county government, as previously reverted by 

the former County Council, and the 900 to the community. Once we pass this report, the people 

already living there should be the first beneficiaries. The committee noted the presence of 

homesteads and permanent settlements in the area. Priority should go to those who currently 

reside there. I urge all Hon. Members: let us make history and return this land to our people. I 

support it. Thank you. 

The Speaker, (Mr. Lenamarle Stephen): Hon. Lealmusia 

MCA Ndoto Ward, (Hon. Lealmusia Ali): Thank you, Mr. Speaker. I rise to support this 

motion. I know our communities the Amaya and Lmisigiyoi my group members will definitely 

benefit from this issuance of land. I was impressed because I participated in the public 

participation. Our communities were well organized, especially the Amaya Group Ranch. The 

elites did great work; they had proper records and engaged the National Land Commission in 

pursuing the land matters. The lmisigiyoi land is very fertile, and communities will benefit. This 

will be a milestone. 

The Amaya Group Ranch was well organized, and I am sure they will benefit. I urge my 

colleagues to pass this motion and support the community over land that has not been used. 

Number two, the Lmisigiyoi Group Ranch, I also participated. They were a bit disorganized, but 

we were informed that some land was set aside for public amenities and my colleagues and I 

were satisfied. If we issue the 900 acres, the community will benefit. I agree with the MCA for 

Suguta that those already settled should be the first beneficiaries to avoid inconveniences. 

I urge my colleagues to approve this report and ensure we settle those communities around the 

sanctuary and Amaya Group Ranch. Thank you.
