MCA Nachola Ward,(Hon. Lorunyei Lawrence):Thank you madam speaker ,I beg to respond to
the statement asked by honorable Kaunda on request information on bursary allocations for the
year 2024/2025.May I read as the CEC wrote...He said “ We acknowledge the receipt of your
letter dated 2/10/2025 which followed the liberations of the county assembly where it was noted
that our earlier correspondence regarding bursary allocations and disbursement for the finance
year 2024/2025 did not sufficiently address the committees information requirement.

In response and the spirit of accountability and cooperation, the department has reviewed the

earlier submission and complied among detailed report in line with the committee request.

The department further notes that the initial requests for clarification on bursary disbursements
for the financial year 2024/2025 arouse from the honorable member of Loosuk Ward in
recognition that bursary allocation and management is a county wide function. The information
here in has been compiled to cover all the fifteen (15) wards across Samburu County. This
ensures that the committee and the assembly have a comprehensive view of the bursary program

implementation throughout the County.

1. A detailed breakdown of all allocated and disbursed bursary funds for both secondary and
Tertiary institution across all the fifteen wards for the financial year 2024/2025.The
breakdown is atomized by institution showing both allocation and actual disbursement
and accompanied by electronic transfer evidence as proof of payment to the respective
institutions. Kindly note that the said payment were made as bank payment through KCB
quick bank system or KCB E-bank system as shown in our records...attached annex 1.

2. A comprehensive list of all bursary beneficiaries from both secondary and tertiary

institutions across the fifteen wards for the financial year 2024/2025.

Since you ruled at the
morning session that the clerks to provide the honorable members the copies but what am seeing
is just the same document we had in the morning session that is circulating here, so let the
administration do the necessary to provide us on this document because they are very important
and there are very sensitive issues here..Even we want to know the issue of this bursary that has
been a topic of every day. So let the administration with the clerks to provide us the photocopies

of this file .thank you.

Temporary Speaker (Hon. Stacy Nareyo): I don’t know whether honorable Kaunda will brief
the members whether we have gone through the file because am informed that due to power

shortage the printers are not working, I think we just have to bear with.

MCA Loosuk Ward (Hon. Lenamparasio Phelix): Thank you madam speaker, personally | have
gone through the file, you know | had sorted this statement | have gone through the file and have
done my analysis during lunch time but I don’t know now the other members have not gone
through the file, but we can have some time for them to have the file. I was ready to give the
highlights of the file. The work of this county assembly administration department may be to
provide or avail some copies to members. Its so shameful that a whole county assembly can

share one file.

So, I don’t know if the Honorable Senior can then agree with me. Madam Speaker, if members
require this file, perhaps we can again postpone it to next week so that the files will be available
to members | know the information contained in this file concerns 15 wards, and maybe each
member would like to get a glimpse of what is written about their ward. With your discretion and
the power you have, perhaps we can postpone it to next week, on Tuesday morning, so that by

then the copies will be ready.
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However, | am aware that for the next three days there will be no power in Maralal, so | am not
sure how the officers will manage to make the copies. Whichever way you direct; it would be
fair to the other members if they could have the document in time. Personally, | will be ready if
we postpone it to next week to allow time for power restoration and preparation of copies. Thank

you.
