MCA Loosuk Ward, (Hon. Lenamparasio Phelix): | have some reservations to make on this
Supplementary Budget despite the fact that it will be passed, now because now days we don’t

have numbers from the opposition side.

From the government side because we have numbers | have some reservation for the benefit of
Hansard reports, | think the County Government of Samburu and the County Assembly of
Samburu are supposed to abide by laws that governs this Country, whether the PFM, whether

whichever laws | this Country we have to abide by the Laws.

From the Budget Committee and this House, we all know that there is a paper that is called
County Physical and Strategic Paper (CPSP), this paper outlines the ceilings of every department
within the County government for the spending of the Public Money.

When you go to the CPSP, for the financial year 2025/2026, you will be seriously shocked that
one department that is Department of Finance and Economic Planning and ICT, if other
members have that CPSP report because | have because | was the Chair Budget. | want you to go
and see the sealing that is proposed by the CPSP, Because CPSP is a law by itself and it has to be

followed.
Even the County Assembly has a sealing that is being provided by the Sector sealing.

So | want to dwell on one department that is The Department of Finance Economic plan and
ICT, if you look at the CPSP sealing it is supposed to be Kshs 830 329 724. But when you look
at this Supplementary the sealing for the Department of Finance Economic Planning and ICT,
now stands at 1,6,574 380.
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| pray that sometime back this report will come and haunt the County Assembly of Samburu,
because the Constitution, the People who elected us, God who is in heaven put us here so that we

advise the County Government, we have to follow laws.

But the County Executive is now days using the County Assembly as Rubber Stamp in this
County, so | hope that all Members here know that this House and the County Government of
Samburu is not above the law, we should abide by the Law, PMF Acts, County Government act,

the Constitution of Kenya and our CPSP paper.

So by just doing things just please the Executive is not good. The Department of Finance
Economic and ICT should not have a Kshs 1, 6, 574 380 sealing instead of the Kshs. 830 329
724 set by the CPSP.

Minority Leader, (Hon. Leleruk James): | stand in support of this report, | want to raise an issue
that, yes, we have CPSP but we have exempted the Sealing within our Departments. We are here

as the representatives of this County and when some things arise we must act as Hon. Members.

| must come and tell the Members the reasons maybe why, Hon. Lenamparasio is raising the

issue of sealing on treasury.

| am at the Committee of Budget, and why we are having this issue of funds is that we received
an additional funds as a County Government of Samburu after the Senate passed the Equal
Revenue Sharing Board within all the Counties, and therefore, there is this reason why Finance

got around one Billion.

So as County Government of Samburu we have to meet some obligations required as per the law,
like now we have the Trident Insurance, Pension Scheme and CPF. These are the things that
have enabled the Finance to be added the money. This County is being taken to court because

they have failed to pay the money that was required.

As part of law and the reason why maybe the Members need to know the reason why the finance
is not about the large amount of money; it is just paying the bills, the debts that the County

Government owes those institutions.
MCA Loosuk Ward, (Hon. Lenamparasio Phelix): Point of order, Hon. Speaker.

The Speaker, (Mr. Lenamarle Stephen): Hon. Lenamparasio
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MCA Loosuk Ward, (Hon. Lenamparasio Phelix): Thank you so much, Hon. Speaker. I think,
standing here and listening to a Hon. Member like this one just telling us some things that are not

supposed to come from this House. I just want you, as a point of order...

MCA Suguta Mar Mar Ward, (Hon.Leleruk James): I'm not a thing. He should use an Hon.

language.

The Speaker, (Mr. Lenamarle Stephen): Hon. Lenamparasio, just withdraw that “thing”.
MCA Loosuk Ward, (Hon. Lenamparasio Phelix): Which thing?

The Speaker, (Mr. Lenamarle Stephen): You said that. Hon. Lenamparasio, just withdraw it.

MCA Loosuk Ward, (Hon. Lenamparasio Phelix): Okay, Hon. Speaker, | rise on a point of
order. 1 don't think the Hon. Member is agreeing to this House that just because the County is
being taken to court, that is the reason why we should just work by not following the law. Even
if the County has been taken to court, we should abide by the laws that are governing this
country. Samburu County Government is in Kenya. County Assembly of Samburu is in Kenya.
We should abide by laws, whether the county government is being taken to court or not. We are

supposed to abide by the laws that are governing this country. Thank you.
The Speaker, (Mr. Lenamarle Stephen): Hon. Chair, Budget. Just continue with your point.
(Interruption from Hon Leleruk James)

MCA Suguta Mar Mar Ward, (Hon. Leleruk James): Mr. Speaker 1 think the issue of ceiling is
not cast in stone that cannot be changed. The ceiling is built according to when the departments
require or the amount of money that needs to be after absorption. That is when the executive
decides this department needs the ceiling. It is not cast in stone. That is what | want the Members

to know. It is not cast in stone that the ceiling is something that cannot be changed.
The Speaker,( Mr. Lenamarle Stephen): Hon. Chairman Budget

Chairman Budget, (Hon. Lemoosa Jonathan): Thank you, thank you Hon. Speaker. The Hon.
Speaker, sir, and the Hon. Members of this Hon. House, | think the explanation for the higher

allocation in the Finance and Economic Department simply the increase in the allocation to the
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department in the Appropriation Bill, or actually the Supplementary Appropriation Bill is

informed by two major issues or two major items.

One is the county staff pension, just like the Hon. Minority Leader said. It cuts across all the

departments. It is only paid centrally, but it cuts across the whole county executive.

Number two is the insurance premiums. The insurance premiums of all the departments,
including medical cover and general insurances for the vehicles and everything else. It cuts
across too, but it is paid centrally from the Department of Finance. So this informs the higher
ceiling. It is not about favoritism or corruption, but it is actually the items that cut across all the
departments and are paid centrally by that department, thus informing the higher ceiling.

Just like what the Hon. Minority Leader said, ceilings are informed by the activities of a
particular department. That is exactly what has informed what we see today, running from 800 to
a billion. Thank you.

MCA Nachola Ward, (Hon. Lorunyei Lawrence): Thank you, Hon. Speaker. While | am not
against the motion, 1 am here just for information. We are in a constitutional democratic style
whereby we are being guided by the law not by our mind, not by our feelings, not what we think.
Outside of the law, we are outside the order. Having said so, the issue of finance budgets is the
work of the County Assembly, not of the Executive. We are here to allocate and approve, and
then the Executive are there to implement. That is why there is separation of powers, and checks
and balances.

According to the law, as read by my Hon. Member, the work of the Executive, because they are
technocrats, is just to give the formula and then how many departments and what activities and
estimates. It is the work of this Hon. House to allocate money, to adjust here and there, and then

approve. After that, the Executive take over and implement.

But when everything has been prepared by the Executive and then coming here for us just to be
rubber stamps, it means that there is a bridge somewhere. Departments are crossing a red line
somewhere. Because when these reports go forward, questions will come to the Executive and to
this Hon. House. When we pass like that one, they will ask whether the Assembly simply passed

this one without noticing issues. So we are all going to be taken as fools.
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That is why we are just listening, giving information not listening, and we are not against the
motion because we don’t want to stop our county from moving. Just for next time, because we
are all learned here, we are all Hon. Members. So when we give the fifteen wards’ brain to the
Budget Committee, they are going to work with fifteen brains, not with less than one brain. They

represent the fifteen brains of the fifteen wards, because we have given them the mandate.

So when they bring their observations and recommendations because according to Standing
Orders of the Budget Committee saying that the views of the Members and other sectoral
committees must be listened to and taken into account we give that. When they come back, they
bring good reports here. When they come here, it is not a must that we agree with them. We have

to see that everything is okay. If it is okay, we agree; if not, we adjust.

And since this House only adjusts one percent, and balancing of the budget is the mandate of the
Budget Committee, they want to do everything to adjust. So it was just for information. | am not
against the motion because | do not want the county to be stagnant. | want everything to go on.
We have good professionals in this building. And we have not gone through education in vain.
We were trained. Education went through us to make us informed. So it was just for information.

| support the motion just to go. Thank you.
The Speaker, (Mr. Lenamarle Stephen): Hon. Silapia.

Specially Elected MCA, (Hon. Lenamatiyio Silapia): Thank you, Hon. Speaker. Let me also
appreciate the County on Budget for the work done. But | am in support of the supplementary

budget and the reports. But | have concerns.

Samburu County received 458 million from the revenue sharing. And when you look at it, | was
looking at the Department of Finance as raised by the Hon. Members before me that they
received an amount of 130 million, and they received 170 million from that sharing. That shows
that there is unfair sharing of that revenue. Because we have other departments across the
Executive that have a very small budget even very sensitive departments like Health, Water,
Education that they could have considered to get higher sharing.

But | am not really opposing the Finance Department getting such an amount. But it is also in
order to consider departments like Water because water is life in our county, and that is what we

are not getting as the people living in Samburu County. So next time, let them consider such
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departments even the Health Department. Our people are not getting drugs just because they are
complaining of under-budgeting. And if today we get 458 million, they could have prioritized the
Health Department.

What we are hearing even today is that people are going to dispensaries and not getting drugs.
And people are pumping money into the Finance Department. | am just wondering how the Hon.
Member stands up and tells us that because the department wants money to pay the medical
insurance, they have been budgeting them. | stand here to be guided. But protect me so that the

Hon. Member for Suguta Ward will just answer me after this not answering now.
The Speaker, (Mr. Lenamarle Stephen): It is a point of order Hon. Minority Leader?

MCA Suguta Marmar Ward, (Hon.Leleruk James): Point of order. The Hon. Member is
saying that we are defending the Finance Department. And the reason is we are here to represent
the people. Recently, there were employed staffs in this county. They need salary and they need
medical cover. Recently, there is this salary remuneration approved for our county staff to be

given salary increment.
Specially Elected MCA, (Hon. Lenamatiyio Silapia): Point of order.

MCA Suguta Mar Mar Ward, (Hon. Leleruk James): So the issue | want Members to know is

that the issue of finance is the main issue.

Specially Elected MCA, (Hon. Lenamatiyio Silapia): Point of order, Hon. Speaker. Hon.
Speaker, let the Hon. Member for Suguta Ward tell us is it only the Finance Department paying

the staff in this county? Yes. Let him tell us.

The Speaker, (Mr. Lenamarle Stephen): Just take your seat. Hon. Silapia, it is not good if you

speak when the Speaker tells you not to.

Specially Elected MCA, (Hon. Lenamatiyio Silapia): | withdraw, Hon. Speaker, with an
apology. Thank you.

The Speaker, (Mr. Lenamarle Stephen): So, Hon. Leleruk, just finish your point of order. And it

is always good you quote the Standing Order.

MCA Nachola Ward, (Hon. Lorunyei Lawrence): Yeah, let him quote the Standing Order.
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The Speaker, (Mr. Lenamarle Stephen): Hon. Member, allow me then to continue. Hon.
Members, if you have a point of order, please always quote the Standing Order before you

continue.

Specially Elected MCA, (Hon. Lenamatiyio Silapia): Thank you, Hon. Speaker. | was just
raising the concerns of those sensitive departments like Water and Health that need more budget
because of the need for those services in our communities. So next time, those who are on the
Budget Committee should consider such departments so that they will get enough allocation.

Thank you.

MCA Loodokejek Ward, (Hon. Lekuchula David): Thank you, Hon. Speaker and Hon.

Members. Next time, | support the motion, Hon. Speaker.

MCA Maralal Ward, (Hon. Loloju Joseph): I have just sat here hearing what the members are
saying and wonder the kind of discussion they have, some say they support the motion but that is
not the way to go. If you know it not the right thing each have the right to say no. I like the point

from Lenamparasio, it was so much specific the rest are going around the bush.

All 1 know is code of life, change is inevitable at times to solve a certain problem you need to
change some rules, rules are made by human beings and we can bend to suit the station there is

no nothing about it. Members please oppose where you see is wrong and support the right thing.

MCA El’barta Ward, (Hon. Leitoro Jeremiah): | also support this bill, it is true that some
departments that are supposed to have been considered in terms of allocation, as the chair of the
Committee of health I want to confirm to the Members that indeed the departments mentioned by
the Hon. Silapia, like department of health, Water need to have been considered in terms of

allocation.

In this supplementary, the leading department in terms of the allocation is the department of
water and the department of health has been added up to almost 100 million and specifically this
is supposed to go for drugs and as said by the majority leader, you cannot be defending and
attacking at the same time. So Hon. Silapia should tell us if she is in support because you cannot
be in support and complaining at the same time about some departments are allocated allot of

money.
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MCA Nachola Ward, (Hon. Lorunyei Lawrence): The Hon. Leitoro is misleading saying that
the most allocated money is the department of health and water. The development 42/14. The
Department of Agriculture Livestock and development fisheries and service was allocated Kshs
743 thousand and then the department of health which is D 4217 is Kshs 102 thousand,

So we should go by the facts, because two wrongs cannot make a right. According to the sealing
of Finance Department is Kshs 830 thousand according to the law but on this bill it is one

Billion. Giving light to that why do you give freedom to oppose?

The Speaker, (Mr. Lenamarle Stephen): Members, according to our standing orders no member

unless a mover should contributes a motion twice unless you are informing or in a point of order.

Chairperson, (Hon. Lemoosa Jonathan): we need to have some guiding factor, when we raise
statements and this is guided clearly by our standing order no. 104, it states that we should have
facts on Statements.

The issue of sealing or high financial obligation that was set or preferred to finance department is
not purely under any ambiguity. This is as we have said that this department is and was not
funded by the activities of the Department. For this standing order 104 statement of facts which
every member can go through, the Department is obligated to carry the activities across all the
Department, Employment, Bonds, Insurance, Salary increase, all these means it was not vested in

all particular department but across all the Departments.

That being said, every Member in this house | believe understands the role of a member not in
Samburu Assembly but in Kenya. The roles of an elected member are three core mandates which
are, an oversight, to legislate, to represent and to approve the budget and not to originate.

The Budget originates from the Executive, the budget means the House has to scrutinize,
interrogate or debate and approves. So let us not mislead one another on our roles us members.
The Public Finance Management Act also says the role of this House is to adjust the main
Budget by ten percent and in supplementary a one percent. This clearly gives a mandate that we
only debate, interrogate and approves but not to originate and this are regulations that guides the

whole nation.
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So we did not allocate the one billion but only approved the activities that cut across the nine

departments that has informed the one point something Billion this are statements of facts.

I am happy that members do agree that we support the report, the supplementary proposals, we

approve for efficiency and service delivery to the Samburu County people.

Those of us we were here yesterday interrogating the proposals we found dean fit to approve that
is why we request humbly to the House that we approve the proposals such that services will be

rendered to the Samburu people Water, Medicine and all that.

Thank you for this time but | want to retaliate that, let us listen very carefully when another
Member speaks, and I agree with Hon. Silapia that we stand guided that is why we should guide
others who perhaps has no opportunity to have sat here and listen to why we want to approve the
proposals. We want to approve the proposals because the Finance Department is not allocated by
this House but the activities that cuts across the nine Departments is what has informed the

higher sealing.

With that regard | want to thank the Members and the Office of The Speaker, that of course
when Finances are available give us a chance to have what is inverting forms the Budget process
because in the next five months or so we will have another main Budget, so to avoid a lot of

issues, give us a chance to understand the formulation or the Budget Circle is done.
We will have been on the same page.

The Speaker, (Mr. Lenamarle Stephen): I now put the Question that the Samburu County
Supplementary Budget and Appropriation Bill 2025, Samburu County Bill No. 5 be now read a
third time.
