Deputy Speaker, (Hon. Lelenkeju Jackson): Hon. Members, I now propose that this House 

debates and adopts the Report of the Committee on Economic Planning and ICT on The 

Samburu County Finance Bill, 2025 which was laid on the table of this Assembly on Tuesday 9
th

 

December, 2025. 

Member, Committee on Finance, Economic Planning and ICT, (Hon Lemantaan 

Kelvin):Thank you Mr speaker. The Constitution has placed significant responsibilities on the 

Legislature over the management of public resources. The legislature has in particular received 

enhanced responsibilities with regard to resource mobilization allocation monitoring and control, 

this is specifically anchored in chapter 12 of the Constitution and the Public Finance 

Management ACT 2012.  

Articles 175(a) invests that the county government should have reliable sources of revenue to 

enable them to govern and deliver services effectively. The sources of revenue for county 

government include; 

 Equitable share of at least 15% of the audited revenue raised nationally.  

 Local revenues in form of taxes, charges and fees. 

Article 209 of the Constitution 2010, allows the County to impose property taxes, charges and 

imposition of other charges for services the County provides. To facilitate this local collection 

therefore, it is necessary to have in place the requisite County legislation and other necessary 

tools dully approved by the assemblies as provided by under the Section 133 of the Public 

Finance Management Act. 

 The Committee of Finance, Economic Planning and ICT is bestowed with the responsibility to 

examine money related bills and in particular the Finance Bill. 

 Investigate, enquire into, and report on all matters relating to the mandate, management 

activities administration operations and estimates of the assigned departments,  

 Study the program and policy objectives of the departments and effectiveness of the 

implementation,  

 Study and review all County legislation referred to it,

 Study, assess analyze the relative access of the departments as measured by the results 

obtained and compared with their stated objectives, 

 Investigate and enquire into all matters relating to assigned department as they may 

deem necessary and as may be referred to them by the Assembly concerning 

international treaties and conventions, 

 Make reports and recommendations to the  assembly as often as possible and including 

recommendations of the proposed legislation.

The submission of the County Finance Bill by the County Executive and its subsequent 

presentation in the County Assembly and in consequence committal to the Finance, Economic 

Planning and ICT Committee  in accordance with the provision of the law, The Committee  held 

various sittings with the representatives of the various stakeholders as well as the public, during 

the public participation exercise. 

During the exercise, members of the committee took the members of the public through the bill, 

elaborating on the charges, licenses, fees, and penalties contained in the bill to enable them to 

fully understand it. Afterwards, the members of the public were given a question-and-answer 

session, during which various proposed amendments to the bill were discussed. Several 

amendments were proposed to be made to the various sections, schedules and parts of the 

Finance Bill. 
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The committee scrutinized and reviewed the proposed amendments and made the final proposal 

for amendments to be made to the various sections, schedules, and parts of the bill. All the 

proposed amendments are contained in the committee report. 

Acknowledgement 

Mr. Speaker, Sir, I take this opportunity to thank all members of the committee for their valuable 

contribution and input during the deliberations on the bill, both at the committee level and during 

the various meetings with the stakeholders, as well as the public. I also thank all the members of 

the county assembly for their dedication and hard work during the public participation exercise. 

My sincere gratitude also goes to the general public for the cooperation they offered the 

committee during the public participation exercise and for turning out in large numbers to 

participate. On behalf of the committee, I also wish to thank the offices of the Speaker and the 

Clerk of the County Assembly for the logistical support provided to the committee during the 

entire period of the deliberation on the bill up to the report-making. 

On behalf of the members of the Finance, Economic Planning, and ICT Committee, it is my 

pleasant duty to present the committee’s report on the deliberation of the Samburu County 

Finance Bill 2025 for the members' information. 

The Samburu County Finance Bill 2025 was read for the first time on 7th October 2025 and was 

subsequently committed to the Finance, Economic Planning, and ICT Committee in accordance 

with the provisions of the law. The committee held numerous meetings to consider, discuss, and 

review the bill, during which numerous amendments to the bill were proposed by the 

stakeholders and the public in review of the charges and proposed amendments.  

The committee's deliberation on the bill, its consultative meetings with the various stakeholders, 

and the public participation exercise yielded numerous proposals for amendments. 

Committee Observations 

1. Alignment with Economic Conditions: The proposed fee charges are responsive to the 

current economic landscape and the financial challenges faced by small businesses. 
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2. Promotion of Local Growth: Reductions in fees within certain categories contribute to 

fostering a more vibrant local economy, particularly for informal and small traders. 

3. Revenue Administration Improvement: The county government should strengthen 

revenue administration through ICT and automation, implement modern technology to 

enhance efficiency and accuracy in revenue collection, and invest in training and capacity 

building, ensuring that staff are well trained in modern financial practices. Public 

awareness programs should be implemented to educate the community about fees and 

services available, encouraging timely payments. Monitoring systems should be 

established to track compliance and identify tax evasion. 

Committee Recommendations 

1. The county government should develop a revenue collection policy to guide the process, 

ensuring transparency and effectiveness. 

2. The county should embrace digital methods of revenue collection, including online 

payments, to facilitate easy access and increase collections. 

3. Suggested public consultations on proposed fees to gather community feedback and 

enhance transparency. 

4. A regular review of fee structures should be established to ensure that they remain 

relevant and fair, responding to economic conditions. 

5. Consider launching support programs for small businesses that may be negatively 

impacted by increases in certain fees. 

Committee Conclusion 

In conclusion, on behalf of my colleagues, with whom we spent long and time-consuming hours 

to execute the task that this assembly charged us to execute, I would like to assure you and the 

House that the recommendations we have presented in the report will go a long way in ensuring 

that our county collects sufficient revenue to meet our requirements. I hasten to add that this will 

only be realized upon the full and effective implementation of our recommendations.
